Anyone can apply to take a Kenjutsu Sho-Dan exam. The applicant needs to complete the
application and be recommended by an instructor who holds the rank of Kenjutsu Ni-Dan or
above.

The qualifications for Shintaido, Bojutsu and Karate remain the same.
One qualified Master Instructor or 5-Dan may sit alone for Graduate and Instructor or Sho Dan

and Ni Dan exams if qualified lower level instructors are not available.
